


allen Birds (11.). Aspen Grove holds many of the so-
called "cut tree" monuments symbolizing a life cut short. Some
believe the height of the tree represents the age of the decedent. The
trees were carved from Bedford Limestone which was soft when
quarried but hardened with age. Many tell an individual story. This
one represents a mother who died in childbirth.

12, Peter Bonn. This locally unique example of a Bedford
Limestone monument represents the close bond between a local
man and his dog.

13. Campbell Sample Case. Thomas Campbell was a young
traveling merchant who died at age 22. His sample case is his
monument which quietly instructs, "My trip is ended, send my
samples home."

14. Shoes and Socks. A very common Victorian symbol of a
child's death.

15. Miller Faces. There are many likenesses in Aspen Grove.
The Miller Faces are probably the most well-known. To see a
variety of the new laser-engraved likenesses, walk through the area
immediately south of the cemetery office.

16. Iron Gate. These gates are a Victorian symbol that the

spirit of the deceased has gone through the gates and entered the 3

Kingdom of Heaven. Immediately east of the iron gate is an POTTER

example of a lamb, a Victorian symbol of infant death. ENTRANCE

17. Andre Mausoleum, P.A. Andre immigrated to the United
States in 1848 and operated the Green Elk Horn Shoe Store at 218
Jefferson, next to Schramms. This beautiful mausoleum was
constructed in 1881 from Joliet Limestone at a cost of $7,000. It
required a year to complete. The builders also construcied the U.S.
Grant and Stephen A, Douglas mausoleums,

18. Peel Anchor. Thomas Peel was a riverboat captain who
sailed out of Burlington. Peel's Landing was located just south of
the city.

19. G.A.R. Plot. Contains many Civil War markers and those
forlater veterans. The large statue of a Federal soldier is a "generic”
monument that appears in many cemeteries and civil war battle-
fields.
